4th Quarter 2024

We served 4,163 households
Totaling 13,058 family members
We distributed approximately 288,084 pounds of food
(This represents the food received from Harry Chapin Food Bank and MidWest Food Bank
as well as any food that we purchase from local retailers.

This does not include products from food drives or weekly donations from
Publix at Gladiolus Gateway, Winn Dixie at Cypress Trace, Dollar General or The Bagel Factory)

Year-End 2024

We served 16,325 individual households
Totaling 51,318 family members
We distributed approximately 782,679 pounds of food

In comparison: Year-End 2023 we served 12,781 individual households totaling 40,160 family members;
Year-End 2032 we distributed 655,614 pounds of food

Our 2024 budget called for a deficit of $50,000 ($185k income less $235k expense). As of 12-31-24, operating
donations and expenses both exceeded budget so that our deficit was only $11,000 instead of $50,000. Praise
God! In addition, we received a very generous capital donation of 350,000 dedicated to a new outdoor
cooler. We are VERY grateful to our Coalition Members, Supporting Partners and individual donors --
without you, this pantry does not exist.

On December 12, 2024, Fort Myers Congregational UCC, a supporting pantry partner, sponsored a
benefit concert for the pantry. They raised approximately $3,000. The concert was very well attended
and a great start to the holiday season. We are so grateful for their ongoing support.

We were also blessed with 5 food drives held on our behalf by Cypress Lake United Methodist
Church, Summit Church (Gateway Campus) and The Village Church at Shell Point. Food drives
provide greatly needed shelf stable items for the pantry, which in turn, allows us to spend funds on
perishable items such as meat and dairy.
